Just to Repair or to Modify?
In the article “Nothing simple about nature” the author shows two examples to tell us the ecosystem does not behave in a linear fashion because as a system each factor has its unique value in keeping balance. Although it seems that sometimes one factor may substitute the other to reach the same or similar result, the fact is no factor（no matter how simple it looks like）can be replaced 

totally by another. The reason is the ecosystem is so complex that it is far beyond our perception, from its structure to its behavior , from its hierarchy to its extent.
When we come to the first case, the invasive of nonnative species, we always focus only on the front half of the foodchain and neglect the latter half, the microscopic organisms that can supply soil nutrition and decompose the remains of animals, plants, insects. In the ecosystem just a little change of a small factor can cause great fluctuation of the whole system, but what can we do？Just to rack our brains to repair its to the original condition or to modify it into a better way ? In my opinion, what we should do urgently is not to keep a static balance that can’t be impacted by any human force but to lead or guide the system into a more anti-interference way. But there is a paradox, as we all know, the more complex a system is, the higher stability it has, then the question is it obviously makes our study into the system harder and harder because more small factors may come up and effect the whole nature. A famous case is the butterfly effect, one of the non-linear theories and all of these need study deeper into the ecosystem.
Human are not depend of the nature, so when we study the ecosystem, I think the nature ecosystem should be combined with the social ecosystem so that we can modify both systems in the best way, protect the nature and develop ourselves in the same time.
